Conformity Analysis

Dear Mr. Aljabiry:

Enclosed for your review and approval is the Amendment #3 to the 2009 Interim Federal
Transportation Improvement Program (Interim FTIP) and Corresponding Conformity
Analysis. Amendment #3 to the 2009 Interim FTIP contains project phases and/or
projects that were not included in the 2009 Interim TIP and meets all applicable
transportation planning requirements per 23 CFR Part 450 and 40 CFR Part 93. These
projects and/or project phases are consistent with the 2007 Regional Transportation
Plan (RTP), which was adopted by StanCOG on May 9, 2007 and approved by
FHWA/FTA on June 29, 2007. It is requested that both the State and Federal approval
process be expedited to the extent possible to allow the SJV MPOs to move forward with
the next amendment to program the Economic Stimulus funds.

A 30-day public review and interagency consultation period was completed on January
13, 2009. A public hearing was held at our regularly scheduled Citizens Advisory
Committee meeting on January 7, 2009. The final document has been updated to
address public comments received. The public participation process for Amendment #3
to the 2009 Interim FTIP and Corresponding Conformity Analysis is consistent with
StanCOG’s board adopted public participation plan. On January 29, 2009, the StanCOG
Board of Directors approved Amendment #3 to the 2009 Interim FTIP and
Corresponding Conformity Analysis. State and federal approval is required.

Included with this letter are five hard copies of Amendment #3 to the 2009 Interim FTIP
and Corresponding Conformity Analysis, as well as the lump sum project listings
associated with the 2009 Interim FTIP Amendment #3. An electronic copy of the four
year financial plan will be sent via email. The Amendment #3 to the 2009 Interim FTIP
and Corresponding Conformity Analysis is available online on StanCOG'’s website at
http://www.stancog.org/ftip-amendments.shtm.

Program (Type 3 Formal Amendment)

Recommendation

By MOTION, via RESOLUTION, StanCOG staff recommends that the Policy Board
adopt Amendment #3 (Type 3 Formal Amendment) to the StanCOG 2009 Interim
Federal Transportation Improvement Program (FTIP), and if necessary, allow the
Executive Director to make minor modifications to the 2009 Interim Federal
Transportation Improvement Program.

Background

As the designated Metropolitan Planning Organization, for the Stanislaus Region,
StanCOG is responsible for managing state and federal funds through a document called
the Federal Transportation Improvement Program, or FTIP. This document contains the
entire list of projects to which state and federal funds have been awarded through
StanCOG, CalTrans, or other grantor agencies. The Policy Board adopted the Interim
2009 FTIP on July 9, 2008. Occasionally, this document must be amended to add new
projects, modify project descriptions or funding amounts, change program-funding year,
or delete existing projects.

The following items for consideration include are identified in Attachments 1 and 2.

Attachment 1 - “Summary of Changes” identifies by member agency proposed new
projects, revisions and project deletions to the 2009 Interim FTIP.

Attachment 2 — “Financial Constraints Table” identifies the increase or decrease to the
programming and revenue components of the FTIP. It is mandated that all project
categories remain financially constrained within the individual FFY identified in the
quadrennial planning period.

Discussion Items:

e The 2009 Interim FTIP is a listing of capital improvement and operational
expenditures utilizing federal and state monies for transportation projects in
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Stanislaus County during the next four years that are eligible to proceed without a
conformity determination.

The Draft Amendment #3 to the 2009 Interim FTIP contains project phases and/or
projects not included in the 2009 Interim TIP.

The Draft Conformity Analysis contains the documentation to support a finding that
the Draft Amendment #3 meets the air quality conformity requirements for carbon
monoxide, ozone and particulate matter.

This is a Type 3 Formal amendment to the 2009 Interim FTIP

The amendment was circulated for comments a minimum of 30 days prior to
approval.

The proposed amendment does not interfere with the timely implementation of any
approved Transportation Control Measures.

The amendment maintains the financial constraint of the 2009 Interim FTIP.

This amendment will require full State and Federal concurrence and, accordingly, will
be forwarded to the reviewing agencies after Policy Board action.
