1. Amend the fiscal year 2008-09 State Transit Assistance Funds (STA) to $1,139,270 as
presented in Schedule 1 in columns 8 and 9.

2. Amend the fiscal year 2008-09 Local Transportation Funds (LTF) as presented in
Schedule 4 in columns 4 and 5.

Background

STATE TRANSIT ASSISTANCE (STA) ADDITIONAL $569.363

At the Policy Board meeting of January 29, 2009, the Policy Board revised the Transportation
Development Apportionments for fiscal year 2008-09. At the meeting, State Transit Assistance
(STA) was amended as follows:

Fund Prior Policy Board Meeting Current STA
Apportionment 01/29/09 Adjustment Apportionment
STA $2,279,569 ($1,709,662) $569,907

At issue were the State’s fiscal crisis and the fact that the State has complete control over STA
funds. As you will recall, $569,907 was the amount of StanCOG’s first quarter STA installment,
which had been received and deposited into the STA fund.

On March 9, 2009, StanCOG received a letter from the State Controller’s Office revising, yet
again, the STA estimate for FY 08-09. The new estimate is $1,139,270, a 50% reduction over the
previous official estimate; however, a $569,363, increase over the current Policy Board
apportionment. According to the State Controller’s staff, StanCOG will receive the remaining

$569,363 in three remaining quarterly installments. In March StanCOG received its second
quarter installment of STA in the amount of $189,808. To date, StanCOG has received $759,715.

LOCAL TRANSPORTATION FUNDS (LTF) ADDITIONAL $87.943

At the Policy Board meeting of March 25, 2008, the Policy Board revised the fiscal year 2007-08
LTF apportionments to include $400,000 for the Transportation Financial Expenditure Plan. In
fiscal year 2007-08, StanCOG expended $127,591 for this activity. In fiscal year 2008-09
StanCOG has expended $174,466 for this activity to-date. When the fiscal year 2009-10
proposed budget and overall work program is presented to the Policy Board for adoption, the
budget will propose to expend an additional $10,000 for this activity. If adopted, the remaining
balance would be $87,943 of the original $400,000. Schedule 5 details the amount contributed by
each jurisdiction and the amount that will be returned based on the population percentages used
to calculate the initial contributions.

Discussion

STA DISCUSSION

STA must be used for transit. However, the additional STA of $569,363 ultimately increases the
amount of Local Transportation Funds (L'TF) available for Street and Roads. As the additional
STA is programmed into the transit claims, a like amount of Local Transportation Funds (LTF)
will be deducted from the transit claims and added to the current Street and Road
apportionment. This would increase the current Street and Road allocation from $1,996,310 to a
total of $2,565,673. The City of Modesto, the City of Turlock and the County of Stanislaus
would have to amend their transit claims again. In addition, all ten jurisdictions would be
required to amend their non-transit claims again.

LTF DISCUSSION

Since staff is requesting that the Policy Board amend the Transportation Development Act
apportionments for the additional STA, staff further recommends adding the remaining proposed
balance of $87,943, from the Expenditure Plan, to the current Street and Road apportionment as
well.

Committee Actions

Staff originally recommended that the additional STA amount of $569,363 be apportioned in
fiscal year 2009-10 rather than 2008-09. In preliminary discussions with the transit operators,
some of the operators expressed that they may have to reduce service in FY 09-10. At the
Consolidated Planning Committee (CPC), the County’s Director of Public Works indicated that
the additional funding was required in the current fiscal year for street and road purposes. The
Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) also recommended that the additional apportionment occur
in the current fiscal year. Based on the recommendations of the CPC and the CAC, staff changed
its recommendation for the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) meeting. At the TAC meeting,
staff informed the committee that we were now recommending apportioning the additional STA



in the current fiscal year. The TAC concurred with staff’s revised recommendation to
apportionment the additional STA in the current fiscal year as well.

Brad Christian, Stanislaus County Transit Manager, asked for comments on the draft of the
Study by March 20" so that the final draft can be completed for the April 21 County Board of
Supervisors meeting. It will be presented to the StanCOG Policy Board on June 10". He
noted that Chapter 7 of the Study will be emailed to SSTAC Council members to add to
Chapters 1-6 already provided.

Simona Rios asked if this form will be available on the StanCOG website. Lark Downs said
this can be done. Terry Plett recommended that a process be developed to more effectively
use this form. It will be further discussed at next month’s meeting.

TRANSIT MANAGERS REPORTS

Terry Easley, City of Modesto, reported that the biggest issue they are facing is the budget
shortfall in the upcoming year. As a result, Modesto has eliminated capital improvement
programs for next year and they have instituted some small cuts. She also reported that
ridership is still up. She said they are also providing some bus stop improvements for
passengers.

Kay Dunkel, City of Ceres, expressed appreciation to the City of Modesto for helping
improve some of the stops in Ceres. She also stated that fare increases are most
likely in the next fiscal year.

Brad Christian (Stanislaus County) stated that they have three new busses in. Ridership is up
12.5%. With Economic Stimulus money, they are looking at providing electronic fare boxes.
He hopes that county-wide fare boxes can be implemented in the future. He also said that
with Economic Stimulus money, they are checking into getting Google Transit trip planning
software that will allow riders to look up information to plan trips. He sees it as a regional
project that will allow for all transit information in one location. The Council was very
excited about the prospect of this concerted effort.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Carlos Yamzon asked on behalf of Executive Director Vince Harris, if the Committee can
meet on a different date. The current meeting date falls on the same day as the StanCOG
Policy Board so that makes it difficult for the Executive Director to attend the SSTAC
meeting. The Council requested that StanCOG staff provide them with options; they are open
to changing the meeting date. Lark Downs reviewed the Policy Board agenda for that evening
with the Council.

COMMENTS FROM COUNCIL MEMBERS

Simona Rios with Catholic Charities reported that they have two new volunteer drivers in
Newman and Patterson. She also provided information about the SAFE (Seniors Against
Financial Exploitation) Seminar being held March 20" at the Gallo Center. Chairman Truax
asked the status of the new member for the Council. Lark Downs said that StanCOG is
working on this.
