The Elderly & Disabled Specialized Transit Program (FTA 5310) was established by the
Federal Transit Administration (FTA) to assist in meeting the transportation needs of
elderly and disabled persons. This program has historically been utilized to assist non-
profit organizations to provide or assist with the transportation needs of elderly and
disabled persons. FTA 5310 is a competitive statewide grant program, and in FFY
2007-2008, approximately $13.1 million was available to the the State of California
distribution.

Update

On November 13, 2008, StanCOG was notified by the California Transportation
Commission that Miller's Place, an Alzheimer's and Adult Day Care facility located in
Modesto, was awarded $55,000.00 to assist with the purchase of a new bus for the
facility.

Background
> Action by StanCOG Policy Board:

At their November 12, 2008 meeting, the StanCOG Policy Board endorsed the General Plan
Densities Scenario as the locally selected scenario for the San Joaquin Valley Blueprint
planning process. With that action, the locally endorsed scenario will be combined with the
selected scenarios of the other seven Counties in the San Joaquin Valley.

> Action by the Blueprint Regional Advisory Committee (BRAC):

The San Joaquin Valley BRAC met on November 7, 2008. In their meeting was discussion
of valley-wide growth issues and performance measures to address the challenges
presented by increased growth and its impacts on the environment and residents of the San
Joaquin Valley. Using the locally selected growth scenarios as a basis, the BRAC endorsed
a “hybrid” conceptual growth scenario that will emphasize valley-wide compact residential
growth that provides a greater focus on urban cores, while providing greater opportunities
for high speed rail and regional transit hubs.

> Action by the San Joaquin Valley Policy Council

Staff presented information pertaining to the three growth scenarios (A - Status Quo, B -
Locally Preferred, and C — Hybrid) to the San Joaquin Valley Policy Council at their meeting
of December 5, 2008 The intent of the presentation was to solicit direction from the
Council members for presentations of specific growth scenarios for the Blueprint Valley-
wide Summit scheduled for January 26, 2009 in Fresno. Along with Growth Scenarios A, B,
and C, the Council members recommended inclusion of a fourth scenario that would

provide for more compact residential housing for those counties less than eight units per
acre. The new scenario would also provide for greater residential growth in areas near
existing transit hubs. In addition, central transit collection points would be identified
(AMTRAK, high speed rail, and bus rapid transit) for potential future growth. The Council
members directed administrative and technical staff to work toward presentation of all
scenarios at the Summit in January.

On The Horizon

January 26, 2009 - Valley-wide Blueprint Summit, Fresno Convention Center

> Representatives from all eight San Joaquin Counties, and the general public, will
meet to review, discuss, and comment on the valley wide preferred growth scenarios.
After comments have been received and discussed by the Blueprint Steering
Committee, and any modifications are completed, in the spring of 2009 the results
will be presented to the San Joaquin Valley Policy Council for their recommendation.

> Review / endorsement by the San Joaquin Policy Council.

March — May 2009
> Review / adoption by the eight San Joaquin Valley COG Policy Board

RE: Economic Stimulus Plan

Background

On December 3, 2008, Caltrans requested project development information from all local
agencies regarding the President Elect’'s proposed Economic Stimulus Plan.

On January 15, 2009, the US House Appropriations Committee issued the proposed
economic stimulus package. The proposal provides $30 Billion nationwide for
transportation projects and $10 Billion for transit related projects. The State of California
expects to receive approximately $2.8 Billion for transportation projects; funding for
statewide transit related projects has not been estimated. These funds are to be
apportioned on a formula basis without earmarks.

Discussion ltem

On January 13, 2009, Caltrans and Federal Highway Administration held a
teleconference to discuss how MPQO'’s should prepare for the allocation of the economic
stimulus package. Sue Kaiser, with FHWA, recommended that MPO’s double their
existing annual federal budgets to estimate their share of the State’s $2.8 Billion
Economic Stimulus Transportation Infrastructure Package. MPOs should revise their
FTIP Financial Tables to reflect the additional funding and via a formal amendment
adopt of the estimated amount.

Existing project eligibility thresholds apply to any qualified project under either Title 23 or
49 of US Code (highway, bridge, transit, ferry, intercity rail, bicycle, pedestrian, local
street improvement) and could be brought to construction within 90 days.

To meet the 90 day threshold, FHWA and Caltrans have proposed the following
schedule:

1. 10 days after bill execution — prepare eligible project list
2. 17 days after execution — hold emergency policy board hearing to approve list
and adopt funding estimate for transmittal to Caltrans and FHWA



3. 47 days after execution — bid projects
4. 77 days after execution — award projects
5. 90 days after execution — mobilization and begin construction

Additional guidance regarding fund allocation will be provided by the California
Transportation Commission.

StanCOG and our sister agencies in the Valley will execute this action after the adoption
of Amendment #3. StanCOG will not be excluded from stimulus funds; however the
disbursement of stimulus funds to COG’s valley wide may be postponed due to the
outstanding Amendment. This however will enable StanCOG and our member agencies
to thoroughly review proposed projects to ensure their eligibility and modify or add
projects to the list.

Caltrans and FHWA officials stated that only construction ready projects will be
considered for funding. Additionally, relief from federal and state regulations, i.e... NEPA,
CEQA, Air Quality...is not expected. Any proposed project should be in the 2009 Interim
FTIP, the 2007 RTP and the 2009 Draft Air Quality Conformity Analysis.

Projects ready for construction and programmed in the FTIP in outer years may utilize
the EPSP procedure to reprogram into the current fiscal year. Projects not in the FTIP
may be amended into the document via a formal amendment.

The attached Economic Stimulus Project List for the Stanislaus Region was prepared by
each member agency and was submitted to Caltrans on December 17, 2008.

StanCOG and our sister agencies in the Valley will execute this action after the adoption
of Amendment #3. StanCOG will not be excluded from stimulus funds; however the
disbursement of stimulus funds to COG's valley wide will be postponed due to the
outstanding Amendment. This however will enable StanCOG and our member agencies
to thoroughly review the proposed projects and ensure their eligibility.

He stated that transportation does not look too good based
on the state’s budget crisis-which may cause the transportation program to potentially
cut all of the State’s Transit Assistance Funds.
