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NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, THE STANCOG SOCIAL SERVICES 

TRANSPORTATION ADVISORY COUNCIL DOES HEREBY RESOLVE AND FIND AS 

FOLLOWS: 

1. Recitals.  The Recitals set forth above are true and correct and are incorporated into this

Resolution as if set forth in full herein.

2. State of Emergency.  Pursuant to the Governor’s Proclamation of a State of Emergency,

issued March 4, 2020, there is a proclaimed state of emergency in the State of California.

3. State or Local Measures.  The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, the California

Department of Public Health, Cal/OSHA, and the Health Officer of Stanislaus County have

recommended or imposed measures to promote social distancing and other measures to

reduce the transmission of COVID-19.

4. Finding of Imminent Risk to the Health or Safety of Attendees.  The dominant strains of

COVID-19 in the country are more infectious and more transmissible than prior variants

of the virus, may cause more severe illness, and even fully vaccinated individuals can

spread the virus to others resulting in a rapid and alarming increase in the rates of COVID-

19 cases and hospitalizations which will continue to cause conditions of peril to the safety

of persons, thereby presenting an imminent risk to the health and/or safety of members of

the StanCOG legislative bodies, StanCOG employees and attendees of StanCOG’s public

meetings.

5. Teleconference Meetings.  Due to the proclaimed State of Emergency and the state and

local recommended measures to promote social distancing, the StanCOG Social Services

Transportation Advisory Council finds it may conduct its meetings, whether regular or

special, without complying with Government Code section 54953(b)(3), as authorized by

Government Code section 54953(e)(1), and shall comply with the requirements to provide

public access to the meetings as set forth in Government Code section 54953(e)(2).

6. Implementation of Resolution.  The Executive Director and StanCOG staff are hereby

authorized and directed to take all actions necessary to carry out the intent and purpose of

this Resolution, including, conducting open and public meetings in accordance with

Government Code section 54953(e) and other applicable provisions of the Brown Act.  The

Social Services Transportation Advisory Council will reconsider the circumstances of the

state of emergency and the related findings every thirty (30) days.

PASSED AND APPROVED this 31st day of January 2023.  A motion was made and seconded 

to adopt the foregoing Resolution.  Motion carried and the Resolution was adopted.
